To be eligible to earn this patch, troops or groups must do 
the following: 
1. All Troops must complete items 1-14.  Daisy 

Troops will not complete 6 and 7. 
2. Daisy Troops must complete (5) five additional 

activities.  Brownie and Junior Troops must 
complete seven (7) additional activities.  Studio 2B 
participants must complete nine (9) additional 
activities. 

3. An event or activity may be used only once. 
4. Activities must be completed and the application 

turned into the Service Unit Manager before 
October 1, 2007. (Late applications are not 
accepted). 

5. Approved Honor Troop applications are due to 
Council Staff by October 15, 2007.  (Late 
applications are not accepted).
