Sharing the Profit. (Contributing a portion of the profit — Strength in Sharing — Philanthropy in
Girl Scouting, pages 8 & 9)
Look up the definitions of philanthropy, volunteering and charity.
Talk about how troop members and their families participate in contributing and volunteering.
Research Juliette Gordon Low’s role as a philanthropist.
How does Girl Scouting benefit from philanthropy? Ask a Girl Scout staff member the following
guestions: How does Homestead Council use contributions? What specifically do they fund?
How many contributors does the Council have? How does the Council ask for contributions?
How are donors thanked?
Help the troop estimate their troop profit from Girl Scout product sales and talk about the girl’s
interest in contributing a portion of the product sales profit. Make a list of the troop’s interests.
What community agencies serve these interests? Prioritize the troop’s suggestions through
consensus or voting and identify the top choice. How much can the troop afford to contribute?
If possible visit the agency to make an in-person contribution or invite a staff member to the
troop meeting.
Invite one of the following to speak at a troop meeting: an accountant, local entrepreneur or a
corporate/business manager who can talk about how their company contributes to the
community.
